Five-year-old Sascha is one of the many recipients of 
fi nancial assistance from Kosair Charities. Sascha was 
adopted from Kazkhastan. A premature birth and a 
stroke during delivery left her with complications that 
weren’t fully realized until Sascha was home with her new 
family. After being diagnosed with mild cerebral palsy, 
Sascha began therapy with the Kids Center for Pediatric 
Th erapies, one of the many organizations receiving 
funding from Kosair Charities.

Kosair Charities fi lled the gaps of health insurance coverage 
and helped continue the child’s therapy. Two days a week, 
Sascha works with an occupational and physical therapist 
to improve the function of her right side.

Sascha is just one of thousands of children helped by 
Kosair Charities each year. Whether the family receives 
direct funds to cover medical expenses, or participates 
in a therapy or service funded by one of the many 
grant recipients, Kosair Charities continues to play an 
invaluable role in the lives of children in Kentucky and 
southern Indiana.

Since 1923, Kosair Charities has awarded more than 
$295 million to children and organizations as a result 
of contributions from generous donors. Th is year, 
Kosair Charities will allocate $16 million to Kosair Kids 
through the Special Kids Program or one of the granted 
organizations.

Th e Kosair Charities Children’s Campus at 
Brooklawn Child and Family Services will welcome 
its fi rst residents in 2008—elementary school age 
girls who’ve been abused or neglected. As part of 
Brooklawn’s Horizons of Hope Capital Campaign, 
Kosair Charities’ support will help create the 
program. Th is is Kentucky’s fi rst psychiatric 
residential treatment facility for girls.

Brooklawn is a private, not-for-profi t corporation 
with a mission to provide hope and healing to young 
minds and hearts. More than 100 young men, ages 
5 to 18, receive comprehensive care, treatment and 

education in an environment tailored to each boy’s 
individual needs. Th e Kosair Charities Children’s 
Campus, located on Brooklawn’s 28-acre campus, 
will include six new houses and extend these same 
services to young women.

Th anks to a $6.2 million Kosair Charities grant in 
2001, the Home of the Innocents Kosair Charities 
Pediatric Convalescent Center opened in June 
2003. Th e 20-acre children’s village is the location 
of Th e Home of the Innocents, which cares for 
medically fragile children. In June 2007, Kosair 
Charities granted an additional $4 million toward 
Home of the Innocents’ Capital Campaign to 
support its ongoing programs and Phase II facility 
costs.

Th e Kosair Charities Pediatric Convalescent Center 
is a home away from home for 46 children. It is 
a skilled nursing facility that provides short-term, 
long-term and respite care for children with severe 
developmental or physical disabilities, as well as 
ventilator dependency. Children living at the Kosair 
Charities Pediatric Convalescent Center are given 
educational opportunities at community schools 
and in an on-site school room. Plus, children enjoy 
activities such as swimming, creating art projects, 
even learning ballet. Because families play a vital 
role in the development of their children, the 
Center off ers an open visitation policy to allow total 
involvement in the child’s treatment program.

Th e Kosair Charities Pediatric Pavilion is made 
possible through a partnership of Frazier Rehab 
Institute and Kosair Children’s Hospital and a $2.5 
million grant from Kosair Charities. As the only 
rehabilitation facility in the country linked to an 
acute children’s hospital, the two facilities have 
formed a relationship where the child receives a full 
continuum of care.

Th e Pediatric Pavilion wing provides a 
comprehensive, team-oriented approach to help 
children and adolescents return to the community 
with the skills to live as independently as possible. 
It also emphasizes school involvement, whole 
family involvement, age-appropriate play, and 
social and living skills. Other features include a kid-
sized sensory integration room. Emphasis is placed 
on school re-integration and therapists collaborate 
with Jeff erson County Public Schools to ensure the 
children stay involved with their peers and keep up 
with class work.

Th e KIDS Center is a multidisciplinary treatment 
center for children with all types of developmental 

delays or disabilities. It serves children and young 
adults up to age 21 with a special emphasis on 
the needs of children from birth to fi ve years old. 
Th e Center’s goal is to improve the quality of life 
for both these special children and their families. 
Kosair Charities’ $2 million grant is a leadership 
gift for the “Next 50” Endowment Campaign that 
will be launched in 2009.

KIDS Center for Pediatric Th erapies

To expand indigent care and absorb increased 
demand, expand facility staff  and continue facility

Each year, Kosair Charities receives thousands of 
individual requests for assistance with medical bills. 
Th e Special Kids program allows Kosair Charities to 
assist with charges not covered by health insurance-
such as cosmetic treatments and other specialty 
services. Th e program also helps families negotiate 
charges and obtain service referrals. Children and 
their families learn about the program from Kosair 
Charities’ network of donors, Kosair Shriners and 
hospital social workers. Additionally, the special 
grants support transportation to medical services, 
educational outreach, program evaluations and 
other program costs.

Kosair Children’s Hospital
$139 million total grant, 
$5,588,999 annual allocation

Kosair Charities has made a 20-year commitment 
to Norton Healthcare to provide a total of $130 
million to support Kosair Children’s Hospital. 
Th rough 2026, Kosair Charities will provide a total 
of $117 million in annual payments to the hospital 
to cover the costs of medical treatment and services 
for children whose families cannot aff ord to pay. 
In addition, the money will support programs and 
services which further meet the hospital’s mission 
of medically assisting children.

Kosair Charities also will provide $13 million to 
support important growth needs at Kosair Children’s 
Hospital, including equipment or special programs and 
services. Since 1981, Kosair Charities has provided more 
than $86 million in annual payments to support the 
hospital. It is the hospital’s largest benefactor.

Kosair Charities will also provide $9 million to support 
the new Children’s Hospital on Brownsboro Road.

It is also 
the location of the Scottish Rite Language Development 
Center.

Th e 
Kosair Charities Pediatric Day Care Center will provide 
medical and childcare services for children with special 
needs, while off ering a reprieve for parents and caregivers. 
Plans also include serving children whose families are 
unable to pay.

Th e historic Masonic Homes of Kentucky’s Frankfort 
Avenue campus is home to the largest nursing care facility 
in the area, the Masonic Home of Louisville. Established 
140 years ago, Masonic Homes of Kentucky is a leader in 
senior living services, off ering a variety of living options 
and care. Yet, when Masonic Home of Louisville was fi rst 
founded in 1867, its mission was to provide a home for 
orphans of Masonic families. More than 3,600 children 
lived at the Home until 1989, when the Louisville campus 
became solely a senior-living property.

Th e $1.25 million grant from Kosair Charities will help 
pay for the building purchase and establish a Kosair 
Charities Wing on the building’s fourth fl oor that will 
add 36 rooms.

Th e Society is named in honor of Dr. W. Barnett Owen, the fi rst 
orthopedic specialist in Kentucky. He shared a vision for improving the 
lives of children throughout the state and Southern Indiana and provided 
the momentum for building the Kosair Crippled Children Hospital. As 
a member of Kosair Shrine Temple, Owen presented a plan to his fellow 
Nobles to fund a free convalescent home for children. His initial idea 
grew, and as a result, the Kosair Crippled Children Hospital proudly 
accepted its fi rst patient in 1926.

Today, Dr. Owen’s mission to serve Kosair Kids lives on in the Society and 
its members who have made helping children their life’s legacy.
